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Personal Security and Situational Awareness Training

Project 1: TANA - FARMER PROTECTION KIT
(Rythu Rakshana Kit): $12/kit (Distribute PPE Kkits
to farmers/farm workers)

Importance of PPE/Rythu Rakshana Kit. In
agriculture, a wide variety of crop protections chemi-
cals are routinely used for controlling crop pests.
Although these chemicals have been helpful in im-
proving crop yields, they are toxic to humans if they
are exposed to them. In villages, our farmers/farm
workers apply chemicals using manual pesticide
applicators without wearing appropriate PPE, thus
exposing themselves to hazardous chemicals like
organophosphates. A slow and repeated exposure to
these chemicals causes "Chronic Toxicity". In short
term such toxic effects may not be realized but long-
term exposure to toxic chemicals will have huge
implications on human health and leads to death. It's
like death in slow motion.

Each Kit cost $12 < a meal but its means a lot to a farmer
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Major goals: While we cannot help eliminate all
exposure, we can reduce some of the exposure by
providing simple protective equipment like gloves,
goggles, mask and apron.

In December 2016, as part of Chaitanya Sravanthi,
TANA has organized 12 PPE events at the following
locations to create awareness on safe use of pesticides.
With the support of TANA donors, corporate sponsors,
and in cooperation from Department of Agriculture,
we have distributed ~2,400 PPE Kits.

2016 PPE event locations: Macherla (Palnadu),
Piduguralla (Palnadu), Kankipadu (Krishna) Chittoor,
Vizag, Kappatralla (Kurnool), Kalukuntla (Mahboob-
nangar), Hampapuram (Ananthapuram), Velupuma-
dugu (Ananthapuram), Tadivaripalli (Prakasam),
Mootapuram and Naryanapuram (Khammam).

Each PPE kit has a pair of gloves, 2 masks,
goggles, and apron and cost is $12-equivalent to one
meal.

Project 2: SOIL HEALTH CAMPS: $5/test

Importance of Soil Testing: Soil is an important
natural resource that provides essential nutrients
required for crop growth. Humans without sound
health cannot perform normal functions. Likewise,
without having sound health, soil cannot provide
favorable environment for optimal crop growth and
leads to reduced crop yields. Like we perform routine
health checkups to know the health status of our body,
soil health needs to be tested periodically. In the past,
unknowingly, farmers have taken care of soil health
by following good cultural practices, such as applying
manures and growing nitrogen fixing crops etc. As the
technology has advanced, farmers are depending more
on synthetic fertilizers and using them indiscriminately,
without knowing what is deficient in the soil. The
indiscriminate use of fertilizers not only wastes money
but also contributes to environmental pollution. For

of rupees input costs to farmers on fertilizer application

example, if Phosphorus is low and Potash is high in
the soil, one can take the money from Potash and put
into Phosphorus. If both are high, fertilizer application
can be minimized, which saves money and helps the
environment. If both are low, both should be applied
to bring their levels up to the

levels required for optimal crop growth. There
fore, it is necessary to determine soil health periodi-
cally and the only way it can be done is by testing
soils.

Benefits of Soil testing
» Diagnoses whether there is too little or too
much of a given nutrient in the soil
* Encourages optimal plant growth and increase
crop yields by providing the best fertilizer (Ni-
trogen, Phosphorus, and Potash) recommen-
dations
» Saves money that might otherwise be spent on
unneeded fertilizer
* Reduces environmental pollution by reducing
indiscriminate fertilizer application
Major Goals: As a pilot project TANA Agri-
culture forum is planning to implement this project in
2-4 villages in collaboration with agricultural univer-
sities. Based on initial results, we will expand this
program to more villages.

TANA is developing plans to conduct more PPE
events in both AP and Telangana from December 15-
30,2017 and soil health camps in the months of April-
May, 2018. If any of you or group of friends interested
to sponsor a PPE program in your village/region and
contribute to soil health camps please contact Agricul-
ture Forum Chair, Janaiah Kota, Ph.D. at kotajanaiah@
yahoo.com for more details.
